EASTER 2010

Our Paschal lamb, Christ, has been sacrificed
(1 Cor 5:7)

The Jewish Passover, commemorating the liberation from slavery in Egypt, provided for the
ritual sacrifice of a lamb every year, one for each family, as it is prescribed in the Mosaic Law.

In his passion and death, the Lord Jesus reveals himself as the Lamb of God, “sacrificed” on the
Cross, to take away the sins of the world. He was killed at the very hour when it was customary
to sacrifice the lambs in the Temple of Jerusalem.

The meaning of His sacrifice, He, himself had anticipated at the Last Supper where he entrusted
to us the Eucharist; in the words of the Liturgy of St. Basil the Great: He condemn sin in His flesh,
so that those who died in Adam may be brought to life in Him... He lived in this world, and gave us
precepts of salvation. Releasing us from the delusions of idolatry, He guided us to the sure knowledge of
...the true God and Father. He acquired us for Himself, as His chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy
nation.

The Easter proclamation, His victory over death, spreads throughout the world with the joyful
cry of Christ is Risen. Let us say it with our lips and let us say it, above all, with our hearts and
our lives.

The Risen One goes before us into Galilee, i.e. our daily world that we live in, and He
accompanies us along the paths of this world.

Christ is Risen! Indeed He is Risen!
