Hospital Visitation from the Priest
Father Nicholas visits Orthodox patients on a regular, weekly, basis at Norwalk Hospital and

upon request at all the neighboring hospitals and countless other rehabilitation centers in the
Greater Fairfield County area. Due to newly enforced privacy laws it is imperative that you
call the church office when entering the hospital and make sure that you register as a Greek
Orthodox when you are admitted. When you know that you are going to the hospital, for
whatever reason, and you would like to have Fr. Nicholas visit you, please, inform the
Church office, in advance, indicating if you wish to receive communion, to receive a blessing
or just a visit. If you happen to be at the hospital without prior knowledge (emergency),
please again, call the office to inform Fr. Nicholas, or in case you are not able to, have
someone else inform the office.
